Remembering Mary Oliver 
On January 17, 2019, at the age of 83, the 
much celebrated poet, Mary Oliver died. 
Among other things, Mary is known for her 
imaginative poetry that celebrates the nat-
ural world. She authored 15 books of poet-
ry and was the recipient of many literary 
awards including the National Book Award 
and the Pulitzer Prize.  Her most famous 
poem is The Summer Day, published in 
1992. ñTell me, what do you plan to do with 
your one wild and precious life?ò 
 
Here are a few lines from another of her famous poems, Wild Geese: 
 
ñMeanwhile the wild geese, high in the clean blue air, 

        are heading home again. 
Whoever you are, no matter how lonely, 
the world offers itself to your imagination, 
calls to you like the wild geese, harsh and exciting– 
over and over announcing your place
